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T         he gentle breezes off the Mediterranean 
in central Italy are balmy and fragrant 
in April, creating an idyllic setting for 

exploration and adventure. On the latest 
incarnation of our popular Undiscovered Italy 
series, we will take advantage of the vast store 
of art, culture, and history in Italy’s Umbria 
and Le Marche regions. The lovely towns 
and cities we will visit are celebrated for their 
warm hospitality and abundant sunshine as 
well as town squares dominated by Roman-
esque and Baroque cathedrals and monu-
ments offering clues to Italy’s storied past.
