IFC Scholarship 2011-2012
IFC distributes $24,000 in need-based scholarships to fraternity members every year.  A written application, academic performance, and a brief interview are also taken into consideration.  Scholarships are typically given to new members going through formal recruitment in the form of renewable scholarships between $500 and $1,500 annually for each year they remain an active member in good standing.  

Applications should be emailed to Clay Coleman at rccoleman@wlu.edu or brought to Commons 232 by November 18, 2011.
Applications should be a word document as follows: 

1 page max, typed, double spaced, 12pt., Times New Roman, 0.5” margins on top and bottom, 1” margins on left and right, full name in upper right hand corner


1)  Explain your need


2)  Explain things you have done to fill your need



(Jobs, other scholarships, summer work, grants, loans, etc.)


3) Explain why you want to be Greek



(What will you do with the opportunity?)



(What do you offer to the Greek community?)

December 2, 2011 (Friday):  IFC Scholarship applicants are contacted.

January 9, 2011 (Monday): A panel will interview the top IFC Scholarship candidates.
January 10, 2011 (Tuesday):  IFC Scholarship recipients are emailed to confirm their acceptance.  Potential New Members will know whether they have received the scholarship before going through formal recruitment.    

All Scholarship payments will be made at the beginning of February.

If recipients withdraw from their Greek organization or are no longer an active member in good standing, then they are expected to reimburse IFC the full amount of the scholarship for that year.

IFC raises $12,000 through selling sponsorships for a spring term golf outing and the recruitment book as well as collecting $35 from each Greek new member and $10 per member from each Greek organization at the beginning of the academic year.  The University generously matches the funds to provide the full amount distributed each year.
