EN ROUTE FROM U.S.

ARRIVE IN CAIRO, EGYPT Upon arrival
to Cairo International Airport an Orbridge
representative will be waiting to assist
with your transfer to the hotel.

in Egypt. The remainder of the day is at
leisure to rejuvenate aboard the dahabiya.
